A complete IRB protocol submission should include:

o Electronic copy of IRB protocol submission form, signed and dated
assurances by researcher and adviser, on the last page

o Attachment 1 (if doing research with children)

o Signed site permission from principal or school administrator. Download
and print the template, have it signed, scan it and upload it in the IRB
action assignment area.

o Informed consent documentation (parent/guardian consent and student
assent forms) (see templates in this course shell and on the ORSP
website).

o Data collection instruments (questionnaires, surveys, interview scripts,
tests questions, observation checklists, websites used, etc.)

o Any recruitment materials (invitation letters, emails, flyers, posters,
brochures)

o Confidentiality agreement (if applicable)

Copy of any translation from English to another language (if applicable)

o Debriefing script (if participants’ deception is part of the study).

Letter Grades:

I means protocol is either incomplete or incorrectly filled out, therefore,
returned to student for correction, completion and resubmission.

S means protocol received by instructor is satisfactory and sent to ORSP by
instructor

A means protocol has been approved by IRB, an email from ORSP with
case number assigned is received. A is then converted to the equivalent 10
points.
